Subject: Safe Routes to School Proposals
Background

Safe Routes to School is a national and international movement to enable and encourage
children, including those with disabilities, to walk and bicycle to school. SRTS programs are
comprehensive efforts that look at ways to make walking and bicycling to school a safer and
more appealing transportation alternative, thus encouraging a healthy and active lifestyle.

The NCDOT Safe route to School program is a federally funded program that was initiated by
the passing of the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for
Users (SAFETEA-LU) in 2005. SAFETEA-LU established a national SRTS program to
distribute funding and institutional support to implement SRTS programs in states and
communities across the country.

SRTS programs facilitate the planning, development, and implementation of projects and
activities that will improve safety and reduce traffic, fuel consumption, and air pollution in the
vicinity of schools. SRTS programs consider infrastructure enhancements to provide a safe
physical environment for bicycling and walking. These programs also emphasize non-
infrastructure approaches to educate and encourage communities on how to safely take
advantage of walking and bicycling opportunities in their neighborhoods.
